Camtasia Video

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America’s understanding of dev. ed. is shaped by newspaper reporting.

Dev. Ed. professionals must make sure the reporting is accurate and representative. 
· Newspaper reporters don’t know much about developmental education.

· Most newspaper reporters equate developmental education with remedial courses.

· Most newspaper reporters write stories that are neutral toward college level developmental courses.

· 71.4% of the newspaper stories reviewed were neutral toward developmental education.

· Newspaper stories about developmental education are somewhat more likely to be positive than negative.

· 15.6% of the articles reviewed expressed positive attitudes toward developmental education.

· 12.9% of the articles reviewed expressed negative attitudes toward developmental education.

· The majority of newspaper articles dealing with this issue criticize the public schools.

Positive articles on developmental education cite:

· Dev. Ed. helps bridge the gap between high school and college,

· Dev. Ed. helps people improve the quality of their lives.

· Dev. Ed. instructors are helping high school teachers.

Negative articles on developmental education cite: 

· We have already paid for this once,

· Dev. Ed. can serve as a barrier to student success because of:

Cooperative Learning Activities for Math

Winkin Blinkin:

Students get into groups by a commonality of words. Pass out words that have things in common and students have to find their groups.

GIG:

Group test-15% of grade
Individual test-85% of grade
Group test-students review what they got wrong on test
Appointment Clock:

Put names of peers on each hour of the clock. Use the clock to make appointments to form partners for cooperative work.

Factor Bingo:

Students practice factoring playing a bingo game.

Quadratic Equation Group Activity:

In groups of 4, students solve quadratic equations in the easiest way.

Exercises for Starting Math Classes
Start classes with a warm-up to review material or to introduce new topics. The exercises can also help instructors determine identify students’ weaknesses.
Webquests

A Webquest is a creative and fun way for students to develop their higher order thinking skills. It is an inquiry-oriented lesson format in which most or all the information that students explore and evaluate comes from the Internet. Learners construct knowledge and spend their time using information versus looking for it. Therefore, instructors should provide most or all of the websites and/or resources required to complete the lesson.
