The Communities

UW-Parkside is located in northern Kenosha County and is the 10th largest employer in the region.  The campus lies just outside the city limits of Kenosha to the south, and Racine to the north.  Lake Michigan is a mile east of the campus, and Interstate 94 is five miles to the west, connecting Chicago and Milwaukee.  Chicago's Loop and O'Hare Field are about an hour's drive and downtown Milwaukee and General Billy Mitchell International Airport are approximately 45 minutes away.

Kenosha, a city of 90,352, and Racine, with a population of 87,000, are located just 20 minutes apart.  There is bus service from both cities to the University.  Kenosha and Racine are pleasant, attractive cities with fine schools, parks, residential areas, shopping, and recreational opportunities.  Manufacturing and commerce provide a diverse and healthy employment base.  Such well-known firms as Daimler-Chrysler Corporation, CNH (formerly J. I. Case Company), Jockey International, Modine Mfg. Co., Ocean Spray Cranberries, Inc., S. C. Johnson & Son, Inc., Snap-on Tools, and Twin Disc Inc., are located in Kenosha and Racine.

The countless attractions and opportunities of Chicago and Milwaukee are easily accessible.  So is the solitude of the country.  The urban corridor defined by Lake Michigan and the Interstate between these two metropolitan areas changes dramatically west of I-94, particularly in Kenosha and Racine counties. Rolling farmland, picturesque towns, wooded parks, the Bong State Recreation Area, and inland lakes afford a variety of outdoor activities, and a much different lifestyle than is found just a few miles east.

The University of Wisconsin-Parkside is one of 13 degree-granting campuses in the University of Wisconsin System, and is accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.  The campus opened in 1969, and currently has about 5,000 undergraduate students, 200 graduate students, and 15,000 alumni.

Undergraduate B.A. and B.S. degrees are offered in 30 different majors, including a number of specialties and options within majors.  Pre-professional programs, such as teacher education programs in elementary and secondary certification, are also offered.  Three graduate degree programs lead to the Master of Business Administration (MBA) degree, a Master of Applied Molecular Biology (MAMB) degree and a Master of Science in computer and Information Systems (MSCIS) degree.
