Completing the Information Literacy Tutorial 
What is the Online Tutorial and what do you need to do to complete it?
The online tutorial is simply a set of modules and corresponding quizzes that introduce students to library resources and research skills. All students entering UWP with fewer than 90 credits must complete the tutorial. It is a graduation requirement!
To successfully complete the tutorial, you need to read each module and take each of the corresponding quizzes. You must attain a score of 80% or better on each quiz. 
Accessing the Tutorial
To access the online tutorial, navigate to the library’s homepage and select the Information Literacy Tutorial link from the Guides & Tutorials section of the homepage. The opening page discusses the requirement in greater detail. 
Choose Start the Tutorial and then select a module to begin. Once you’ve launched a module, you will see the same 5 links on the left hand side of each module page. These links will take you to the following:

· Home: takes you to the opening page of the tutorial
· Module Contents: use this link to view a table of contents page listing for each module

· Help: if you are having difficulty accessing pages/quizzes, consult the Help page for troubleshooting advice (opens in a new window)

· Glossary: provides a listing and definition of terms used within the modules that may not be familiar to you (opens in a new window)

· Take a Quiz: launches the quiz login page (opens in a new window)

Taking a Quiz
Once you’ve completed a module, select the Take a Quiz link to log in and complete the module’s corresponding quiz. The UWP Library uses Desire2Learn courseware to administer the quizzes. Your username will be your Parkside email login (DO NOT include “@uwp.edu”). Your password will be Parkside email password. If you can’t remember your password or haven’t activated your UWP email account, please visit the Help Desk in the lower level of the library.  Please contact the Reference Desk (595.2642) if you cannot log in. 
After logging in, select the Information Literacy I link to the right under My Parkside Courses. From here, follow the on screen instructions detailing how to complete the quizzes.
Reporting your Grades

Once you’ve completed all quizzes with a score of 80% or higher, stay logged in to the Desire2Learn system and select the Grades link in the gray bar (next to the Quizzes link). Each quiz will be listed here along with the highest grade attained for each quiz. You’ll want to check the page to make sure you’ve completed each quiz with the appropriate score.
Once you’ve made sure you’ve passed all quizzes with an 80% or higher, select the Report Your Grades link from the gray menu bar, fill out the form, and hit Submit. Once you’ve completed and submitted this form, your grades will be reported and you’ve completed the requirement. Completion of the requirement should then be listed on your next DARS report.

*Please note: If you submit the “Report Your Grades” form before achieving an 80% or better on each quiz, your results will not be reported to the registrar and completion will not be noted on your next DARS report. All quizzes must be completed with a score of 80% or higher before results are reported to the registrar.
