Excellence

The university’s best and most senior faculty teach all levels of undergraduate courses.
Most class sizes are small, ensuring greater student-faculty interaction. Many students
conduct research with senior faculty in their fields, an opportunity some universities
restrict to graduate students.

Faculty are active and successful scholars whose work is published, presented and per-
formed at national and international venues. Scholarship is valued in hiring, tenure and
promotion.

The university is accredited by the Higher Learning Commission and is a member of the
North Central Association. Approximately 5,000 undergraduate students choose majors
in the College of Arts and Sciences, and the School of Business and Technology working
toward a bachelor of science or bachelor of arts degree.

Graduate students choose from the master of business administration, the master of sci-
ence in applied molecular biology, and the master of science in computer and informa-
tion systems.

Students also complete course work at UW-Parkside in degree programs offered through
consortial arrangements, including the online MBA with UW-Eau Claire, UW-La Crosse
and UW-Oshkosh; and the bachelor of science in nursing, the master of science in
administrative leadership, and the master of science in cultural foundations of education

with UW-Milwaukee.

UW-Parkside students and faculty enjoy the cultural and educational benefits of global
partnerships with institutions of higher learning in Brazil, Canada, Germany, India, Italy,
Jordan, Germany, Mexico, Nigeria, and South Africa.

The Foundation

The University of Wisconsin-Parkside Foundation, Inc. is recognized as a
nonprofit organization operating for charitable funding of educational programs
and services at the University of Wisconsin-Parkside. The Foundation has a
growing portfolio and has been instrumental in developing many scholarships
and supporting much of the new construction on campus.

An independent Board of Directors, a group of community leaders from south-
eastern Wisconsin, governs the Foundation. Board members consult with the
chancellor, faculty and staff on issues of mutual interest that have significant
impact on the university and the surrounding communities.

The directors are local and regional advocates for the university and recognize
the importance of supporting activities that further the Foundation’s mission of
attracting new sources of support.

The Foundation also makes funds available to underwrite university initiatives
that will influence, attract and cultivate prospective donors, and build greater
institutional visibility.

The Future

Campus

The process of shaping the future look and function of
the UW-Parkside campus started in February 2005. The
updated master plan replaces the existing plan devel-
oped in 1969 and serves to guide the exterior develop-
ment of the campus over the next 20 years. The master
plan has a direct impact on the character of the campus,
the preservation of natural areas, the way pedestrians
and vehicles move through the campus, and on the
selection of sites for new or expanded buildings.

Easier Access

The master plan and timetable for growth contain
modifications of the campus road network to improve
navigation for visitors and members of the campus
community.

Union Expansion

The $25 million Union expansion is scheduled for
completion by the summer of 2009. In addition to a
more identifiable entry point, the expansion project
will provide much-needed space for student activities.

New On-Campus Living

New residence hall space is planned for an additional
800 students. The first component, a suite-style facility
serving 250 students, is scheduled for completion by
fall 2009.

Communication Arts Expansion

The planned expansion, scheduled for completion in
2011, creates much-needed space for the fine arts.
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Located next to the Parkside Union, the current
residence halls accommodate 765 students.

Ranger Hall, a traditional-style, 401-bed facility
opened in 1997. University Apartments opened
in 1986. Accommodations can be made for
students with disabilities.

Molinaro Hall (MOLN)

Molinaro Hall provides offices
for the School of Business and i~
Technology and a number of liberal :
arts faculty, as well as laboratories, class-
rooms and the Admissions Office. This building is
named for the late George Molinaro, longtime Kenosha
civic leader and state representative who
introduced the 1965 legislation
to establish UW-
Parkside.

Parkside Union (UNION)

A $25 million expansion, scheduled for completion in fall
2009, will make the Union a true center for student activities
and the place to meet, eat and relax. Plans for the new Parkside
Union include a food court, an enhanced 400-seat theater, new
game room and lounge areas, plus centralized space for student-
service offices such as Admissions, the Registrar, the Bookstore,
Financial Aid, the Information Center, and more.

Communication Arts
Building (CART)

The Communication Arts Building is
the current home for art studios, music
practice rooms, the Darshan Dhaliwal
Modern Languages Laboratory, the
Communication Arts Theatre and Art
Gallery, and administrative offices of
the College of Arts and Sciences.

Greenquist Hall (GRNQ)

Greenquist Hall houses faculty offices, laboratories and classrooms. Computer capabili-
ties, and state-of-the-art science equipment provide students with relevant, hands-on
learning opportunities. The building is named for Kenneth L. Greenquist, former Racine
attorney and political and civic leader who, at the time of his death in 1968, served as

UW-Parkside is governed by the
UW System Board of Regents.
The university is headed by the
chancellor and is organized into
seven administrative units:
Academic Affairs, Administrative
and Fiscal Affairs, Admissions,
Athletics, the Office of Equity
and Diversity, Student Services,
and University Relations and
Advancement.

Academic Affairs

Academic Affairs is concerned with
curriculum and teaching, advising,
faculty appointments, instructional
materials and equipment, library
resources, computing services,
academic support programs, and
tutoring. The Provost provides
support, coordination and leader-
ship for the academic programs of
the university. The faculty and the
curriculum of the university are
organized into the College of Arts
and Sciences, the School of
Business and Technology, and the
Center for Community
Partnerships. The chief academic
officer in each area is the dean.

Admissions is the gateway to
discovering everything students
need to know about enrolling at
the university. From campus
tours and preview days to getting
admitted and registering for
classes, the dedicated staff assists
students in making many impor-
tant decisions.
