Academic Career:  UW-Parkside has an undergraduate career and a graduate career.

Academic Organization:  Refers to Academic Departments, (i.e. Communication, English, History, Chemistry, etc.) (see Subject.)

Academic Program:  A college of school within the university.
Academic Plan:   An area of study within and Academic Program (akan as a major, minor.)                                                     

Academic Sub-Plan:  Within an Academic Plan an area of further specialization (concentrations).
FERPA:  Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
ID:  The unique identifier used to log into SOLAR.  ID’s are generated by activity UW-Parkside RangerMail accounts.
Institution:  UWPKS, University of Wisconsin Parkside
Lookup Button:  [image: image1.bmp] icon used within SOALR as  a search tool
Permission Number:  Number given by the instructor/department chair for the purpose of enrolling in a course that is restricted (i.e. full, requisites.)
Subject/Subject Code:  Refers to Academic Departments, (Communication = COMM, English = ENGL, History = HIST, Chemistry = CHEM, etc.)
Term Codes:  Academic terms defined as a four-digit number code: Example: Spring semester of 2006-2007 is 1075.  1st digit = Century (1 = 21st) 2nd and 3rd = last year of the Academic Calendar Year (2006-2007 = 07), and the 4th = term (Fall=1, Winterim=3, Spring=5, Summer=7.)
